


Founded as an initiative of UNESCO, the regional FLACSO
network is a postgraduate institute created to train experts and
researchers in various fields of social sciences from a Latin
American perspective.
FLACSO Argentina was founded in 1974 as a reference center for
postgraduate training and research, and as an institution linked
to the defense of democratic values regionally. 
The International Education Program focuses on: 
Educating international students through various academic and
cultural offerings.
Developing these programs in English and/or Spanish. 
Developing research related to intercultural, decolonial and
international education studies.
Providing consultation on the management of international
education programs.



   The history of human rights in Argentina has been specifically
marked by the most recent military/civic/religious dictatorship
that spanned from 1976 to 1983. The military dictatorship in
Argentina executed a systematic plan to make disappear people
considered to be “internal enemies”, a term used by the
dictatorship to encompass all political, civic, and union
dissidents. This aspect of Argentine history is often used as a
focus of study and academic analysis. Over time, political
activism and the struggle for memory, truth, and justice was
carried out by The Mothers and Grandmothers of Plaza de
Mayo and other human rights groups who resisted the state
terrorism to keep the memory of what happened alive in
contemporary Argentine society. Nowadays, as a result of the
achievements of these human rights movements, Argentina
participates in international forums on human rights and chairs
the United Nations Committee on Human Rights and
Decolonization.   







Como parte de este programa de diez semanas, pasantes de
diferentes regiones y orígenes lingüísticos apoyan el trabajo de
las Abuelas al:
- Traducir información o subtitular material audiovisual sobre la
historia de las Abuelas y la búsqueda de sus nietos
desaparecidos.
- Contribuir a un glosario bilingüe de términos relacionados con
los derechos humanos y la historia de los desaparecidos en
Argentina. 
- Desarrollar una campaña en redes sociales para promover la
lucha y búsqueda de Abuela entre sus comunidades.
- Participando de encuentros con representantes de la
Asociación y líderes de Derechos Humanos conocerá el trabajo
de las Abuelas, no en el vacío sino pensando críticamente en la
relación entre la historia argentina y sus propias culturas.
- Reforzar sus habilidades de liderazgo social y ampliar sus
valores y conocimientos en materia de derechos humanos.
- Los pasantes podrán adentrarse en las luchas y conquistas de
otros movimientos sociales y de derechos humanos a través del
análisis de los desafíos que enfrentan en el marco de la llamada
cuarta generación de los Derechos Humanos y del Buen Vivir.
- Reforzar la capacidad lingüística española, especializándose en
lenguaje relacionado con los derechos humanos.
- Desarrollar el entendimiento intercultural y la conciencia
cultural como una herramienta de derechos humanos y
liderazgo.





 All backgrounds are welcomed, but the interns should
demonstrate interest in Latin American Studies, History,
Human Rights, Social Justice, Intercultural Studies, Social
Leadership, Translation, and/or Spanish.
Non-Spanish speakers should have an intermediate to
high Spanish level background. A Spanish professor can
interview interested candidates to determine their
Spanish language level if needed.
Candidates should have an interest in the social
sciences and community based projects
(recommended). 
Candidates should demonstrate social media &
multimedia skills (recommended).
Candidates should show an interest in the development
of civil society (recommended). 



The principal objective of the
internship is to provide a learning
experience to international students
that links theoretical concepts with
historical and political analyses of
human rights in Argentina, the
activist work of the Abuelas and their
search for their appropriated
grandchildren internationally.

This program combines service
learning and community service,
through the significant contribution
that students will make to the
organization and strengthening of
their values relating to social justice,
solidarity, and activism. Through this
process, students will also gain
valuable social science research skills
by working with case studies and
developing future research projects
in the field of human rights, memory
studies, and identity in specific
historical contexts, and by gaining
valuable pre-professional experience
for further use in academia and
other professions. 
The internship uses pair pedagogy, in
which the students work with a
Spanish professor and a team of
academic and intercultural
facilitators who help to maximize the
experience. The Spanish professor
meets with the students weekly to
support linguistic development in
relation to their translation work,
while the academic-intercultural
facilitators meet with the students
biweekly and moderate the
participation in the online forums in
discussions and questions related to
human rights and sociocultural
questions of Argentina.



Los pasantes trabajarán en una combinación de actividades:

• Síntesis y presentación de estudios de casos traducidos.
• Dar seguimiento al desarrollo de su campaña final en redes sociales.
• Adición de palabras de vocabulario al glosario bilingüe y un acuerdo
cooperativo de definición de palabras.
• Los pasantes participarán activamente en los debates del Foro en
línea y resolverán diferentes evaluaciones y tareas.
• Los pasantes participarán activamente en las actividades e
interacciones culturales en línea.
• Usarán herramientas virtuales para compartir las traducciones de los
casos, recibir correcciones y sugerencias. 

Durante la última semana de la pasantía, los estudiantes resumirán su
aprendizaje en una actividad/presentación grupal final entregada a las
facultades y representantes de Abuelas, y utilizarán las redes sociales
como Instagram, Facebook y Twitter para compartir sus reflexiones y
apoyar la búsqueda mundial de nietos desaparecidos a través de la
campaña diseñada.

Interns will work on a mix of activities including: 

• The synthesis and presentation of translated case studies.
• A presentation on the development of their final social media
campaign.
• Contributing vocabulary words to the bilingual glossary and
agreeing collaboratively for word definitions.
• Participating actively in the online forum debates and completing
assessments and tasks.
• Actively participating in the online cultural activities and
interactions. 
• Sharing their case translations and revisions through to receive
corrections and suggestions from the academic coordinator and the
Spanish teacher.

 During the last week of the internship, students will summarize their
learning in a final group activity/presentation delivered to the faculty
and the representative from the Abuelas. They will use social media
such as Instagram, Facebook, and Twitter, to share their reflections
and to support the worldwide search for missing grandchildren.



Upon completing this internship, the participants will
receive a certificate stamped and signed by the
Association of the Abuelas de Plaza de Mayo and
FLACSO-Argentina stating the total hours, work
completed, and Human Rights Intercultural
Leadership and Social Justice Accreditation. According
to the Argentine system, they will also receive a final
grade, which can be converted to the educational
system of origin if required by their
University/institution.   
 



    As part of the strengthening of
public policies in Memory, Truth,
and Justice of our country, and its
international recognition, and the
dissemination of the work of the
Grandmothers of Plaza de Mayo
to recover the identity of their
appropriate grandchildren, the
Ministry of Foreign Relations,
International Trade and Worship
grants the Institutional
Sponsorship to the Internship of
Human Rights, Social Justice, and
Interculturality. In this way, the
Human Rights Internship
Program is promoted and
disseminated through diplomatic
representations of the Argentine
Republic.

  

    In 2020, because of the
innovative pedagogical and
thematic model of the internship
"Human Rights, Social Justice, and
Interculturality in Argentina," the
International Education Program
of the Latin American Studies
Area of FLACSO Argentina,
together with the Abuelas de
Plaza de Mayo Association,
received the "Intercultural
Achievement Recognition Award"
awarded by the Federal Ministry
of European and International
Affairs of Austria.

If the students apply as
a group, their institution will pay the group fee by a bank transfer to FLACSO´s bank account.

El
costo del programa incluye: alojamiento
por 10 días en Buenos Aires- Una comida
diaria- Recogida en grupo en el
aeropuerto-Tarjeta de emergencia-
Tarjeta de transporte local, Personal local
disponible en horario de oficinas y Línea
de emergencia 24/7. Clases especiales,
Actividades co-curricular y culturales, una
excursión de un día completo fuera de
Buenos Aires, Materiales de lectura,
Conferencias de invitados, gastos
institucional y bancarios.
